Through each of its choral ensembles, CAAM
seeks to foster greater understanding and
appreciation of the choral arts, build a sense
of community, and make connections with a
diverse demographic with its varied
educational and outreach programs. As the
area’s only large, community-based choral
program not affiliated with a school or
church, we have a place for anyone who wants
to sing from age 5 to seasoned adults.



1978), the region’s premier
community mixed-voice ensemble for adults 
Columbia Youth Choirs (est. 2013) is a youth
extension for grades K-12 serving over 30 public,
private, and homeschool programs throughout mid-
Missouri which includes 5 separate choirs

Poco Voce - Open to young musicians in     
 grades K-2
Primo Choir - Open to singers in grades 3-5
Cambiare Young Men’s Chorus - Open to
tenor/bass/changing voices in grades 6-12
Bella Voce - Open to treble voices in grades 6-12
Canta Bella - Open to treble voices in grades 8-
12, audition only

Columbia Chamber Choir (est. 2014) is an auditioned
subset of Columbia Chorale that performs a
repertoire more suited for smaller numbers
Prometheus: An American Vocal Consort (joined
2015) is a twelve-member professional ensemble who
serves as CAAM’s permanent Artists-in-Residence
Columbia Community Gospel Choir (est. 2016) is a
free traditional gospel choir experience open to
singers from high school through adult
